It is your responsibility in accordance with the manufacturer’s guidelines to inspect the chairs regularly. 
Please see the service manual supplied with seating. 
If not available, it can be obtained from the supplier or downloaded from supplier’s website. 
Example of weekly checks  
· Ensuring all straps are secure 
· Ensuring all moving parts such as screws and bolts are secure 
· Checking brakes are working effectively
· Checking chair features are working effectively and are secure i.e. tilt in space, height adjustment.

Seating reviews 
As children grow, seating may need adjusting to provide best support and comfort for the child; please contact the therapy service if the chair needs adjustments but also if the chair  is -
· Causing pressure/marking the child 
· The chair is unsafe 
· No longer meeting postural needs.
· No longer facilitating the child's 
         participation in school activities. 
DO NOT continue to use the chair if you feel it is detrimental to the child's safety and well being
